DAY SEVEN:  Saturday - Xian Sightseeing, Flight to Shanghai

In existence for 400 years, the Gardens were specifically 
constructed for Pan’s aging parents as a sanctuary in which to live out their 
lives. Next, experience the old world charm of the Bund, the former “Wall 

Street” of the foreign powers. Walk along its park-like waterfront promenade 
between the Wusong River and Old Town. Later today, enjoy a stop at a local 
silk factory. Enjoy the remainder of the afternoon at leisure. This evening 
you will enjoy an Acrobatic Show.  Having undergone thousands of years 
of evolution, the Shanghai acrobatic arts has now blossomed into a unique 
style. The Shanghai Circus death-defiers will amaze and astound you with 
their high-flying versatility, fearlessness, and flexibility. This evening, enjoy a 
world-class performance that includes dance, magic, acrobatics and beautiful 
music.
